SUMMARY

1. Do not “love this world” or the things the world offers - Sex, things and success aren't
wrong. They are created by God - have their place but they CAN'T be what drives us!

2. If loving these things it your FOCUS, PRIORITY, GOAL - The love of God the Father is
not in you - not evident - it shows that you really don't love God. The love of the
Father and the love of the world are incompatible.

3. The Prioritization of going after THESE things in life is from this WORLD clearly not
GOD'S Plan.

4. These EARTHLY PLEASURES and the world’'s encouragement or society’s push to make
the DRIVING PURSUIT of them what life is about will pass away.

5. Whoever does the WILL OF THE FATHER - lives to PLEASE GOD - LOVES to do life
GOD'S WAY - does the will of God and carries out His purposes - lives forever, remains
forever - will get God's approval in life!
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
